for a period of 24 months from the date of issuance. 
 
The Company paid a total of CAD$118,917.50 for finder's fees on subscriptions under the 
Offering, together with 914,750 share purchase warrants (the “Finder Warrants”) to Haywood 
Securities Inc. and Canaccord Genuity Corp. Each Finder Warrant entitles the holder to acquire 
one Share at an exercise price of CDN$0.20 per Share for a period of 24 months from the date of 
issuance.  
 
All securities issued pursuant to the offering will be subject to a statutory hold period of four 
months plus a day from issuance in accordance with applicable Canadian securities laws.  In 
addition, the securities were all issued pursuant to applicable exemptions from the requirement to 
file a registration statement in the United States. 
 
The Company intends to use the net proceeds of the Offering for general working capital and to 
perform environmental studies, bulk sampling, metallurgical testing and exploration drilling at its 
Bullfrog Gold Project (the “Project”) located 125 miles northwest of Las Vegas, Nevada.

Bullfrog Gold is a Delaware corporation that controls mineral positions in the Bullfrog mine area 
where Barrick Bullfrog Inc. produced 2.3 million ounces of gold by conventional milling from
